2009/180 Chairman’s Report

The Chairman reported on action he had taken to repair a roundabout (metal extruding) and removing a tree house that had built and left balancing precariously on the field at Carr Lane. He had not attended the PACT but had been involved in the Finance Group meeting.
2009/181 Clerk’s Report
The Clerk reported on the following issues: register of interests; Mere Brow Play area contract; Year- end procedures; meeting with Lancashire CC representatives and West Lancashire Parish Clerks; Halsall WE CC letting; Linear Park Steering Group; Capital Grants; Section 106 monies; a meeting with the Tarleton over 60’s Club representatives regarding insurance, wastewater charges and availability of the room for parish meetings; solar panel guards; the requirement for a number of signs around the parish and the issue of circulating correspondence to Members.
2009/182 Parish Council Working Groups
a) Village Maintenance Working Group – weekly play area check reports undertaken by Cllr. Mee were submitted. Two signs to replace.
b) Parish Council Finance Working Group – Notes of the meeting 30 March 2010 were previously distributed. Actions required were to be addressed letter in the meeting
c) Mere Brow Village Hall – Concerns about matters that required the attention of the police were raised. The Clerk was to liaise with Cllr Evans to discuss contacting the police about policing matters on a wider level around the village.

(c) The Council, as recommended by the Finance Group at their meeting 30 March 2010, resolved to agree the following matters (documents attached):

iii. The Review of the Effectiveness of Internal Audit 2010; 

iv. To confirm that Mr Brian Howard, the current internal auditor, be reappointed for 2010;
v. The internal audit testing schedule, be approved as the template for Mr Howard’s work;
vi. To agree that the level of fidelity guarantee insurance, currently £100,000, is an adequate level of cover;
vii. To agree, as provided by the current contract and under the terms of that contract, that the Councils grounds maintenance contract with Graham Hirst is extended until 31 March 2012.            
2009/185 Planning 
(a) Cllr Hunter had declared a personal and prejudicial interest in item 9 – Planning – application 2010/0236/FUL. However there was no discussion on the matter. It was noted that all planning applications and decisions were available for inspection. There were no matters arising. 
(b) Members noted the letter sent to West Lancashire Borough Council 24 March 2010 regarding application 2009/0598/OUT which outlined the original position taken by the Council, that is, concern about access, building on a flood-plain and that the designation of the site is an industrial development. 

2009/186 Addendum to the West Lancashire Borough Council’s Parish Charter 

The Council received and noted the 2010 Addendum to the West Lancashire Borough Council’s Parish Charter.
2009/187 Amendment to Bus Routes – Consultation with Lancashire County Council 

The Council received a proposition that this Council request Lancashire County Council to consult with affected Parishes over the withdrawal and modifications of bus routes and timetables. The proposition was defeated.
2009/188 Villages in Partnership - On-line Community Diary
The opportunity to take part in the Villages in Partnership on-line community diary was declined. The position of the Council may be reviewed in the future.
2009/189 “Save the Bec campaign”
It was agreed to send a letter support from the Council to the organisers of the “Save the Bec campaign”.
2009/190 Holy Trinity Church 125th Anniversary
It was agreed that Members would make informal contact with organisers of the celebrations and wait to receive formal contact from the correct channels about how the Council might be involved.
2009/191 Correspondence 
The Council considered an Appendix which listed the various correspondences, agenda, circulars, and other papers, which had been received since the last meeting. The Council noted that these papers had been received and were available for Councillors and members of the public to view. Cllr Rydings had declared a personal and prejudicial interest in item 15-Correspondence – Bowland Pennine Mountain Rescue Team, however it was resolved before any discussion that it was not considered within the powers of the Council to support the Rescue team.
The Clerk was asked to action the following:
i. Inform Bowland Pennine Mountain Rescue Team that the Council was unable to meet its request for financial support;

ii. Inform the Chairman Friends of Becconsall Old Church of the Councils support for signage in Tarleton but that he should write to Lancashire CC to seek the proper authority;

iii. Request that Tarleton Corinthians liaise with the local police and instigate car parking stewarding at the two events they have notified the Council about at Carr Lane.

2009/192 Items received since publication of the agenda

The Council would not be entering The Lancashire Best Kept Village Competition this year; The Council would pass on its watering equipment for use by Banks Village Residents Group in 2010.
