(b) Capital Schemes 2010/11: West Lancashire Borough Council (WLBC) had written requesting that applications for capital funding should be received by 8/1/10. Given that two schemes had been approved by WLBC in the current year and they had yet to start, it was agreed that no application would be made for 2010/11.

2009/129 Planning 

It was noted that all planning applications and decisions were available for inspection. There was no discussion arising.

2009/130 Golden Acres Plocks Farm Bretherton 
It was resolved that the Clerk would write to the planning authority (Chorley BC) and the Environment Agency about concerns raised with the Council about an upturn in nuisance smells. The Council wished to express its concern over the methodology of waste disposal on land in proximity to Plocks Farm. It would appear that there is a continuous layer of by-production waste laying on the land surface with the risk of matter leaching into adjacent watercourses and ultimately into the river Douglas. The Council is concerned that if the current arrangements are inadequate, the problem will only be exacerbated by the proposed expansion under planning consideration at Chorley Borough Council.
(Cllr. Evans did not contribute to the following item having previously declared a personal interest).
2009/131 Leisure Lakes Paramotoring

It was resolved that the Clerk would write to West Lancashire Borough Council to hear our objections on behalf of local residents. There is the need to establish whether planning permission is required for this activity and whether enforcement action to prevent the activity is possible. The Clerk would also write to the Civil Aviation Authority to outline the problems and ask them to see if activities are legal in that they comply with Rules of Air Regulations with respect to flying heights and distance from dwellings?
