2007/008 Declaration of interests.

Planning Appeals Lodged:-
2007/0009/01 Incorporation of land into residential cartilage, re-position and extend line of existing boundary railings and gates – 5 Gorse Lane – Written representations. 
2007/013 Lancashire & Merseyside County Training Partnership
Details of training courses for new Councillors and Clerks were noted. 

Cllr.Hodson reported that training was now available from LAPTC, where trainers would visit a Council for this purpose. The estimated cost was £190 for an evening session. Cllr.Hodson was asked to make further enquiries and to ascertain whether these sessions included the modules mentioned above for new Councillors. If these modules were included it was agreed to pursue this option, as being of better value, otherwise to book 4 places at £30 each.  
2007/014 Village View

Cllr.Ashcroft reported that she had been able to obtain a more competitive quote for the printing of the Village View from Flexipress. The quote was £600 for an 8-page edition. It was suggested that a smaller format would be more cost effective, and it was agreed that the working group agree on a suitable format and report back to the Council.   

2007/015 Correspondence for Information.

The Council considered an Appendix which listed the various correspondence, agenda, circulars, and other papers, which had been received since the April 2007 meeting. 

The Council noted that these papers had been received and were available for Councillors and members of the public to view at the meeting.
2007/016 Councillors’ reports and items for future agenda. 

Cllr.Mee reported the general untidiness of Carr Heys Wood, litter etc. 

Cllr.Mrs.Evans reported the excessive tacky advertising around the Leisure Lakes site, and on the A565.

Parking off road at the rear of Sports Pavilion (Cllr.Kay).

Improvements to Carr Heys Wood in view of proposed conservation (Cllr.Mee).
2007/017 Adoption of new Code of Conduct

It was noted that a report had been put to the District Council’s Standards Committee recommending that Parish Councils adopt the revised Code in place of the existing Code. The Standards Committee approved the recommendations, and the Committee Report, including the amendments to the Code and the differences between the Draft and the New Code, had been circulated to Members. 

It was agreed that the new Code of Conduct be adopted by the Council with immediate effect. 

2007/018 Parish Council website – update.

It was agreed that any further development on this be deferred until the Chair was able to obtain some prices, and the cost of transferring the existing websites from Gavin Simpson. 

2007/019 Village Plan Working Group.

It was agreed that the report from Cllr.Hodson would be circulated to all Members prior to the next meeting. 
2007/020 Maintenance Working Group.

Cllr.Mee had submitted the monthly check lists for the two play areas. Some of the work required was now on-going. It was agreed to order a quantity of bark for Mere Brow. The safety surfacing would be looked at when the current work was completed. 
2007/021 Tarleton Sports Committee Working Group.

Cllr.Miss Ashcroft reported that following the elections, work scheduled to be carried out by former Councillors Gavin Simpson and Roy Hiscock on CCTV installations and loft access would now have to be put out to tender.

Orders for the perimeter fencing, and the provision of boot brushes, bins, and bollards had now been sent. 
The lease for the additional land had been delayed as the solicitors for Tarleton Estates were asking for a comprehensive plan showing the current manholes and drainage pipes outside the Council’s ownership, together with locations of the boundaries of the adjoining land. Quotes for this work were being obtained from two specialist companies. 

The Chair asked that in future all working groups submit a written report, which would be circulated with the agenda papers, to enable all Members to read it prior to the meeting.
