Public Participation

There was a deputation of residents from the Cloisters who had brought a petition signed by 33 residents asking the Parish Council and highway authorities to resolve the problem of obstructive parking at the junction of Church Road and The Cloisters.

The public and PC Corrigan were given the opportunity to air their views and give suggestions to solve the problem. The agenda item to debate the issue would be brought forward to allow the public to hear the Council decision on the matter.

The meeting commenced at 8 pm.

2008/165 Apologies.

Apologies were received from Cllr.Abram (work commitment - London), Cllr.Mrs.Evans (sickness), and Cllr.Kay (holidays). The reasons for absence were approved by the Council. Apologies were also received from Cllr.Paul Greenall (WLDC).

2008/166 Declaration of Interests.

The Attendance Register was circulated and signed. Members were reminded of the need to keep their Register of Interests up to date. 

There were no declarations of interest.

2008/167 Minutes of the  Parish Council Meeting held on 19th January 2009.

Min.No.2008/158. Add “The Clerk to make enquiries of the Woodland Trust”.

With this amendment the minutes were agreed and signed as a correct record. 

2008/168 Clerk’s Progress Report.

The Clerk updated Members on decisions taken at the last meeting.

He also reported on the recent Clerks' Liaison meeting at WLDC. The District Partnership Officer had given an update on the LCC Parish Charter. There had also been a presentation by LCC's Publicity Manager on involving Parish Councils on matters concerning new bus routes and how Parish Councils could assist in distributing literature on any changes to bus services.

2008/169 Clerk’s Report on any urgent decisions taken since the last Meeting.

There were no items under this heading.

2008/170 Parking Problems/Obstructive Parking on The Cloisters

It was agreed that the above two items submitted by Cllrs.Barron and Hodson respectively be taken as one item. Having listened to the views of the public under Public Participation it was agreed to write to Lancs.County Council requesting a multi-agency site meeting with representatives from the Police Authority and WLDC to consider measures to alleviate the obstructive parking at the junction of Church Road and The Cloisters. In the meantime it was suggested that an appropriate flyer with the Police and Parish Council logos be designed to warn motorists of the dangers and inconvenience caused  by obstructive parking.

It was also agreed to request the provision and/or extension of double-yellow road markings on Church Road Road/Blackgate Lane, and Church Road/Hesketh Lane.

Cllr.Hodson left the meeting after this item.

2008/172 Planning.

It was noted that all planning applications and decisions were available for inspection.

There had been no planning applications received since the last meeting.

2008/1212 Removal of existing flat roof extension to rear. Erection of single-storey rear extensions with pitched roofs over – 2 Johnson's Farm, Middle Meanygate – pp granted.

2008/1151 Retention of external freestanding lighting columns – Tarleton Office Park, Windgate – pp refused.

2008/1192 Construction of sand paddock including erection of 1.2m high fencing and access track – Land SW of Worthington's Barn, Park Lane – pp refused.

2008/1217 Erection of building for use as micro brewery – Building to the East of the Western Frontier, Leisure Lakes, The Gravel – pp refused.

2008/175 Dog Fouling on Fermor Road

Cllr.Cheetham reported on excessive dog fouling on the footways along Fermor Road.

It was agreed that the Clerk write to WLDC informing them of the situation on Fermor Road and other locations within the Parish requesting a site visit by the Dog Warden to assess the situation.

2008/176 Rural Services Network

It was agreed that the Council  subscribe to the above organisation at an annual rate of £60. It was generally felt that taking this decision would be beneficial to the Council. 

2008/177 Correspondence for Information 

The Council considered an Appendix which listed the various correspondence, agenda, circulars, and other papers, which had been received since the January meeting. The Council noted that these papers had been received and were available for Councillors and members of the public to view. 

2008/178 Councillors' reports and items for future agenda.

Cllr.Mrs.Baybutt reported on the excessive dog fouling on the Roland Bardsley Estate and the surrounding areas.

2008/179 Date of next meeting.
