Public Participation

The only item raised by the public was a request to re-route the X2 bus service through Tarleton and possibly Mere Brow, 

Police Report

A Police Report for Parish Councillors Year End 2008 had been prepared by PC Phil Corrigan and had been circulated to all Members.

PC Phil Corrigan handed out a leaflet entitled 'Policing Pledge' which had been distributed throughout the village. He reported on parking problems at the junction of Church Road and The Cloisters. This location along with others would be included as an agenda item at the next meeting and Members were asked to provide the necessary information. He also reported on the recent PACT meeting when the dangers of leaving cars running in the cold weather whilst being defrosted, and the use of mobile 'phones whilst driving, were highlighted.

The meeting commenced at 7.45 pm.

2008/141 Apologies.

Apologies were received from Cllr.Abram (work commitment, appointment with the Archbishop of Blackburn's Diocesan Surveyor), and Cllr.Hodson (attending a meeting of the Western Parishes of South Ribble Borough Council on flooding issues in the area). The reasons for absence for both Cllr.Abram and Cllr.Hodson were not approved by the Council.

2008/142 Declaration of Interests.

The Attendance Register was circulated and signed. Members were reminded of the need to keep their Register of Interests up to date. 

Cllr.Ms.Slater signed her Acceptance Form and submitted her Register of Interests Form.

The Clerk reported that Cllr.Kay had completed a revised form for Register of Interests. Cllr Mrs.Baybutt requested  a further Form.

Cllrs.Mee and Mrs.Hunter declared personal and prejudicial interests and Cllr.Mrs.Stafford a personal interest  in Agenda Item 17 (Farmers' Markets). 

2008/143 Minutes of the  Parish Council Meeting held on 15th December 2008.

Min.No.2008/120 – Ref: 2008/108 – At end of paragraph add “Cllr.Barron commented that if this was the case the Parish Council would be effectively 'gagged' on making any comments on planning applications”.

With this amendment the minutes were agreed and signed as a correct record. 

2008/144 Clerk’s Progress Report.

The Clerk updated Members on decisions taken at the last meeting.

It was noted that an invitation had been received from Golden Acres Group Ltd to visit Plocks Farm, a suggested date being week commencing 23 February.

It was noted that correspondence had been received from LCC regarding proposed bus lay-bys on Southport New Road, and there were no objections from the Parish Council.

2008/145 Clerk’s Report on any urgent decisions taken since the last Meeting.

There were no items under this heading.

2008/146 Chairman’s Report.

The Chair gave a verbal report mentioning the various meetings he had attended. 

Sarah Palmer, the District Partnership Officer, was moving on to Chorley District.

The leases for the additional land at Carr Lane had been completed and were now with the Land Registry.

The Chair was working with the Young People's Services regarding the replacement for Dave Worthy.

Further information was given regarding the visit to Plocks Farm.

The Chair again asked the Clerk on his progress towards the CiLCA qualification.

2008/147 Planning.

It was noted that all planning applications and decisions were available for inspection.

There had been no items of income received since the last meeting.

b)  A statement showing expenditure to the end of December 2008 against the 2008/09 budget was noted.

c) 2009/10 Budget

The budget for 2009/10 was discussed and appears as Appendix 1 to these Minutes. The original proposal amounted to expenditure of £94,960 to be funded by a precept of £77,292, concurrent funding of 9,073, and other income of  £8,595. There was an amended proposal to reduce the expenditure on the contribution to the Green Lane Link by £2250.  It was agreed unanimously that total expenditure would be £92,710 with a precept of £75,042.

d) Review of Council's charges

It was agreed that no amendments would be made to the hourly and daily rates as set out in the Council's charging policy. The rents paid by the Tarleton Cricket Club and Tarleton Corinthians FC would be discussed at the Sports and Community Users Committee.

e) Review of Council's Risk Assessment

The Council's Risk Assessment, originally drawn up and approved in October 2003 (Min.No.2003/077), and subsequently amended in following years, was reviewed and approved  without any further amendments,

2008/149 Parish Council Working Groups/Members representing the Council on outside bodies.

Village Maintenance

Inspection reports had been submitted by Cllr.Mee for the play areas. 

Tarleton Newsletter

Copies of the latest edition of the newsletter had been circulated to all Members. With an amendment to remove reference to the Northern Parishes Liaison Working Group the newsletter was approved for publication.

Mere Brow Village Hall

Cllr.Mrs.Hunter reported that the Games Room had been refurbished.

2008/150 Freedom of Information

It was agreed to adopt the Model Approved Publication Scheme, together with the details provided by the Clerk. 

2008/151 Rural Services Network

An invitation had been received to subscribe to the above organisation. It was agreed to defer this item until the next meeting in order to give Members time to look at the website and  arrive at a decision.

2008/152 Parish Council Allowances

It was agreed that there was no requirement by the Parish Council to amend the current scheme.

2008/153 Storage Cupboard – Carr Lane Pavilion

It was agreed to accept a quotation from Taymar Joinery in the sum of £1950 (plus VAT) to supply and fix a storage cupboard in the Community Room at the Pavilion.

It was also agreed retrospectively to approve the application for grant funding for £600 towards the cost from the LCC Parish Council Champion's Fund. Cllr.Barron reported that due to his illness he had been unable to access further funding from the Gateway Scheme. It was possible that a bid could be made at a future date.

2008/154 Pedestrian Guard-rails

Members considered the response from LCC regarding the provision of extended guard-rails at The Gravel and agreed that no further action  be taken by the Council. It was noted that Cllr.Mrs.Hunter would suggest to Mere Brow Primary School that they take up the matter with the Education Dept at LCC.

2008/155 Pavilion Management Working Group

It was agreed that the following amendments be made:-

Terms of Reference – Four members of Tarleton Parish Council appointed at the Annual Parish Meeting held yearly in the month of May.

Working Groups & Appointees – 4 Councillors, Cllr.Ms.Slater be added to the list.

2008/156 Communities in Control – Code of Practice on Local Authority Publicity

Members considered the proposed responses by the Chair to the above consultation document and agreed that these be submitted.

2008/157 Farmers' Markets

The results of the independent survey and the statistics compiled by the Chair were noted. It was agreed that these be kept on file and used in the event of any planning application, and copies sent to Acland Bracewell and Mrs.Wareing. 

2008/158 Carr Heys Plantation

Following the completion of the lease for the above Cllr.Barron suggested that the Council should consider any proposals for its future with the possibility of handing it over to the Woodland Trust. The Clerk to make enquiries of the Woodland Trust.

2008/159 Parish Council Website

It was agreed to continue operating the current website with Netsolva and to set up a monthly direct debit of £45 for the next year.

2008/160 WLDC – LDF Spatial Forums Feedback

The above document included an Issues Questionnaire which had been circulated to all Members. It was agreed that all Members complete their own individual Questionnaire for submission.

2008/161 Correspondence for Information 

The Council considered an Appendix which listed the various correspondence, agenda, circulars, and other papers, which had been received since the December meeting. The Council noted that these papers had been received and were available for Councillors and members of the public to view. 

Regarding a letter from Chorley Borough Council on the LDF draft sustainable resources supplementary planning document it was noted that the Chair had prepared a response suggesting that the Parish Council comments in a positive and supportive way and applauds their efforts in applying measures that contribute to the reduction in global warming.

2008/162 Councillors' reports and items for future agenda.

Cllr.Barron reported that the light in the Over-60's car park was on all day.

Cllr.Mee reported he had received complaints about vehicles being unable to enter/exit the Cloisters due to double parking and suggested restricted parking on one side at the corner.

Cllr.Cheetham requested a future agenda item to discuss the problem of dog fouling on the footpaths in Fermor Road,

2008/163 Date of next meeting.

The next meeting will be held on Monday 16th February 2009 commencing at 7.30 pm at the Over 60’s Club, Church Road.

The Chair requested that all members of the public leave the meeting for the next item.
