Public Participation

The member of the public was informed that the Local Government Ombudsman had no jurisdiction over Parish Councils.

Other items raised were car park signage and notice of a music festival.

A member of Tarleton Cricket Club asked if this was the appropriate time to discuss the issues regarding the sports clubs and the pavilion. After a short debate the Chair deferred the item as it was listed as a later agenda item.  

2008/010 Apologies.

2008/011 Declaration of Interests.

The Attendance Register was circulated and signed. Members were reminded of the need to keep their Register of Interests up to date. 

Cllr.Barron declared a personal interest in planning application 2008/0398.

2008/012 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 21st April 2008.

Min.No.2007/219 Add “These apologies were accepted by the Council”.

Min.No.2007/223 Add “It was though agreed that the supporting uprights were in a poor condition and with the imminent laying of new safety surfaces it was considered sensible to have them replaced”.

Min.No.2007/230 3rd para, before “it appeared”, add “He sated that”.

d) Other Planning Matters

The following appeals have been made to the Secretary of State for the Environment against Enforcement Notices issued by West Lancs.District Council:-

Land at Leisure Lakes, The Gravel – Use of land for motor vehicle racing, including bikes and cycles.

Land at Leisure Lakes, The Gravel – Use of land for the storage and residential use of caravans for war games/re-enactments, including the erection of buildings and fences.

It was agreed that the Parish Council would support the decisions taken by the District Council.

2008/017 Tarleton Millennium Carnival

It was agreed to place the surplus Tarleton Millennium Carnival videos in the public library for members of the public free of charge.

2008/018 Tarleton Sports and Community Users Group

A report prepared by the Chair on the formation of a Sports and Community Users Group setting out its objectives and terms of reference was considered. It was agreed that the new group would meet in June to draw up a constitution to enable it to be in a position to meet its objectives. It was noted that a revised constitution for the Tarleton Sports and Community Users Committee, adopted in February 2007, had been handed to the Clerk by Cllr Hodson prior to the meeting. The Chairman reminded Cllr Hodson that the Clerk should have been issued with a copy of this constitution shortly after it had been adopted and was critical of the fact that this had not happened. It was agreed that a copy of this document should be sent to all Members.

The Council considered an Appendix which listed the various correspondence, agenda, circulars, and other papers, which had been received since the April 2008 meeting. 

From these papers it was agreed that the Clerk would attend the Annual Health & Safety LCAS Seminar at Northwich at a cost of £60, and Jonathan Mitchell (WLDC) be asked to host a meeting for Parish Councils to expand on the New Home Ownership Equity Product.
