2009/167 Minutes of the last meeting
It was resolved that the minutes of the Parish Council held on 8th February 2010 should be approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.
2009/168 Declaration of Interests

Cllr Hodson declared a personal and prejudicial interest in item 9-Linear Park. 

2009/169 Chairman’s Report

The Chairman reported on attending the Linear Park meeting with the Clerk; had spoken with PC Corrigan about his action plan for the month; had noted that, following phone calls from parishioners, that the police were undertaking speed checks after dark on Hesketh Lane (this was welcomed); and finally that he had attended an “At Home” event hosted by the Mayor and Mayoress of West Lancashire Borough Council (WLBC).
2009/170 Clerk’s Report
The Clerk reported on the following:

(a) Pavilion Maintenance - drain-pipes/ brickwork/roof tiles replacement / electrical work tidy/clearance work all now completed. Drainpipes had been damage again before the contractor left. They had been replaced at no additional cost but consideration of protective cages was needed.
(b) Meeting with Acland Bracewell – the Clerk circulated his notes of the meeting which required a number of actions.
(c) Fencing and car park– this will be delayed pending outcome of actions following Acland Bracewell meeting. The Clerk will contact WLBC about the capital grant provision. Initial quotes on both jobs are higher than anticipated.
(d) Woodland access – there is an urgent need to consider an option for improved access. A quote for two high specification bridges had been obtained.
(e) Bench move – Mere Brow –relocated to new location at no cost.
(f) Halsall WE Cricket Club - bill for 2009 and the H&S policy sub-statement were still outstanding.
(g) Register of Interests-received from: Cllrs Barron, Baybutt, Bryan, Evans,    Hunter, Kay, Rydings, and Slater. Outstanding: Cllrs Cheetham, Hodson, Mee and Stafford.

(h) Jazz Club – to use the pavilion alternative Wednesdays (second and fourth in the month), paid for some previous use and signed H&S sub-statement.

(i) Mere Brow Play Area – Yates contractors delayed by weather. Two weeks from starting.

(j) Risk assessment / fixed asset review / review of the effectiveness of internal audit and appointment of internal auditor – working on all.  The Finance Group will meet before the year end. Any decisions will be agreed by Council in April.
In summation the Clerk suggested the Council may consider setting up a new working group to deal with “Estate” matters, but this would have to be decided at a future meeting.
